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Overview of IJCSM

IJCSM (International Journal of Concrete Structures and Materials) is a publication of Korea Concrete Institute (KCI). IJCSM was founded in spring of 1999 to promote and disseminate knowledge and experience of professionals in concrete academics and industry and welcomes papers related to field of concrete technology such as materials, structural design, construction, cost-benefit analysis, analysis model development, environmental impact, etc. Papers will be reviewed for technical content and editorial quality. Papers submitted for possible publications must be written in accordance to the requirements of the “Authors’ Guidelines and Submission Procedures for IJCSM Journal Manuscripts” found in this guideline. Prospective authors should refer to this guideline prior to submitting papers. Submitted papers conforming to the editorial requirements of IJCSM set forth by KCI will be reviewed by three referees in the corresponding field. Authors are required to note that the publication of qualified papers may take longer due to the reviewing process. The authors should submit the original manuscript and three additional copies of the manuscript.

Policies

The IJCSM Publication Policy governs and sets the principles for its publication. Policies governing the IJSCM publication are presented below.

This “Authors’ Guidelines and Submission Procedures for IJCSM Journal Manuscripts” describes the requirements for the submission of manuscripts to IJCSM.   

IJCSM will conduct all matters related to its publication in compliance with ethical standard and copyright laws and regulations.

Submission of the paper implies the transfer of copyright ownership to IJCSM. The author(s) retain(s) the right to the fair use of the manuscript.

Journal Submission Procedures

Initial Submission of Manuscripts

1) If there is a difficulty in posting your submission at the web site, please send it as an attached file to KCI at: mjh@kci.or.kr. You may be contacted for further instruction to complete your submission of the manuscript for a publication on IJCSM.

2) You may send your manuscript by mail, although it is not advised, for it takes longer to process. Please send your original and three additional hard copies to:

Please include a transmittal letter with complete names, affiliation, address, phone and fax numbers (including the area code) and e-mail address of all authors.
Final Submission of Manuscripts

After your manuscript is approved for publication, the final electronic version of your manuscript should be sent. Your electronic version should follow all formatting requirements and the following guidelines:

1) Submit an editable version of your manuscript in MS-Word format.

2) Do not use tabs to start new text (i.e. do not indent blocks of text) except for starting a new paragraph.

3) Use consistent spacing throughout the document.

4) Use the enter or return key (hard return) at the end of a paragraph. Automatic word-wrap (soft return) should be used consistently between sentences within a paragraph.

5) Original pictures, figures, drawings must be included in the final submission.
Manuscript Requirements

The purpose of these Guidelines for the Word Processing Format is to establish and maintain the editorial standard for all journal manuscripts submitted for a publication consideration in IJCSM.

Please refer to the Journal Submission Procedures with respect to the initial and final submission procedures including the submission of discussions, closures, and errata. The final manuscript should strictly follow the requirements of this section. Manuscripts that do not meet the formatting requirements below can not be processed and will not be considered further for a publication on IJCSM.

There is the Sample IJCSM Journal Manuscript at the KCI homepage, www.kci.or.kr, to serve as a template.
Word Processing Format

Due to the publication procedure currently adopted by KCI, there are limitations for the word processing format. Use only Microsoft Word for preparing text and tables. Figures may be generated using Microsoft Word, Microsoft Excel, and CAD softwares. 

Text

The text should be written double-spaced, single-column, and fully justified throughout the manuscript. All text must fit inside the text area of 133 mm width and 215 mm height. Margins should be 25.4mm on the top , bottom, left, and right. The manuscript should not contain any headers or footers
Length

The maximum number of words or word-equivalents is 2,000 for papers, 2,000 for discussions. The editor may waive these restrictions to encourage papers on topics that cannot be treated within these limitations. Text should be written double-spaced in a single column using 10-point font size and Times New Roman font typeface. Tables and figures should be counted by the space it takes. 
Units of Measurement

Author(s) is (are) encouraged to use the International System of Units (SI unit). Other units may be given in parenthesis.

Manuscript Structure

The following suggestions apply to individual sections of a typical manuscript in the preferred order of their presentation.

1. Title: 50 characters maximum including spaces between words
2. Authors’ names and affiliation: List the authors’ names by the first name, middle name, and last name. The affiliations of the authors should include the institution and department names in full including the complete address of the city, state/province, Postal code, and country.
3. Abstract: 150 Words Maximum, on the first (cover) page of the manuscript. Abstract is a concise statement of the principal findings and conclusions.
4. Keywords: 9 Keywords Maximum, Keywords are used for indexing and other information-retrieval purposes. 
5. Body of main text: 

Although the exact sequence may vary and not all sections listed below need to be included in the body of main text, the main text sections of typical manuscript may include:
· Introduction
· Literature Review/Research Background/Research Significance (this provides the background work information and/or identifies the significance and potential impact of the reported work.)
· Experimental investigation or procedure (this may include laboratory and/or field investigations)
· Analytical investigation or procedure (this may include model development and/or verification of existing procedures)
· Comparison of predictions and experimental results
· Discussion of results
· Summary and conclusions
6. Acknowledgements: The authors may want to acknowledge the support or assistance of individuals/organizations, who significantly contributed to the completion of the paper.
7. References: List author’s (or editor’s) last name, first name, and middle initial; title of the paper (or book), name of the publication or periodical (italicized); name of the publisher; city and country of publication (in case of book); volume number; issue number; and year of publication; and inclusive page numbers. References should be numbered sequentially, i.e. 1, 2, 3… Reference information should be thorough and accurate. Check for spelling errors, date of publication, spelling of the names of the cited authors, etc. No reference should be made to the work in progress, i.e. those papers submitted for publication and are being reviewed. Samples of properly formatted references are found at the Appendix A of this guideline.
8. Appendices: Appendices should be referenced in the body of the main text to provide data of secondary importance or data supporting the authors’ assertions. Please observe the limit on the length of the entire manuscript.
Specific instructions on tables/figures, equations, and gender-specific words

· Figures: Number all figures in the order that they appear in the text and place them at the end of the free-format manuscript. All sub-figure parts should be labeled (a), (b), etc.
· Tables: Number all tables in the order that they appear in text and place them at the end of the free-format manuscript preceding the figures.  Please follow the format for the table in the “Manuscript Sample.” Units of measurement should be given in square brackets below or behind the unit indication, e.g. Temperature [oC]. 
· Equations: Equations are numbered sequentially and should take up individual lines. Every symbol must be defined. Letters and numerals must be distinguished clearly. To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus("⁄") or slash ("/") for single-level expressions, e.g. 1/(a+b), that can fit in a single line, but not for stacked equations within the text. Additionally, it is preferable to use the built-in equation edit feature of popular softwares.
· Gender-Specific Words: Avoid gender-specific words when there is no need for gender distinction. Generic gender reference words such as “we”, “author”, “writer”, “discusser”, “researcher”, “they” and the phrase “he or she” are acceptable and preferred to gender-specific words such as “he”, “she”, “his”, “her”, or “hers”.
Discussions, Closures, Errata

Discussions

All papers published in IJCSM may be discussed. If the deadline indicated in the journal is observed, such discussion can be published in the designated issue. Contents of the discussion should remain within the scope of the paper being discussed. Discuss contents in the paper, not some new or outside work on unrelated subject. Use reference wherever necessary instead of repeating available information. The discusser(s) should refer to this guideline for further detail. Five pages of type written copy, including illustrations and tables, is maximum. Submit one original typescript on 210X297mm (A4 size) plain white paper and include three good quality copies of the entire discussion. Discussion that does not meet the requirement will be returned and will not be published.

Closures

The authors may provide closures to address and clarify issues raised against their original papers in discussions. Closures provide some conclusions to the raised issues. Closures and discussions are published together. Not all authors of the original paper need to be involved in writing of closures, but those names of the authors writing the closures should be listed in the byline of authors’ names.  Closures are limited to five pages maximum. The guidelines of discussions above apply to the closures as well.

Errata

Authors should submit errata to correct the errors in their original paper, which can mislead or impair the understanding of readers. Errata are published in the earliest available issue of the IJCSM journal.
